I tried to match papers to the preferences reviewers stated, but that was not always possible.  Because of that, you may have a bit of a "reading pot-luck".  I hope that makes your reviewing job more interesting rather than more difficult.  

We will need the review forms returned by Friday, April 14, 2006 in order to provide time for collation before the Program Committee meeting.  If you will be unable to meet this deadline for any reason, please email me as soon as possible.

As long as I can read the review forms, I do not care what format they are in; I can read Word, PDF, RTF, and plain text, at least, and if you want to use another format, let me know, and I'll see if I can read it.
